     Once this Committee is formed and approved by the Vestry, it will be tasked with finding out 
who we are and where we are going, not who we were and where we have been.  They will also                          
profile our community in its present state and lastly but just as important, what we seek in a Priest-
in-Charge.  It will be a difficult and time consuming task and we need to gratefully thank in advance 
those who choose to take it on.  We will be searching for a Priest-in-Charge who will take the                         
position of Rector on a three year letter of agreement.  Into the second year the Vestry can decide to 
continue the relationship or choose to terminate and renew the search. 
     When the Search Committee has gathered all the pertinent information to choose, possible                             
candidates with the Bishop's blessing, can be considered and interviewed.  Once a choice is made, 
the Bishop will appoint.   
     As I stated earlier, the process is thoughtful, deliberate and perhaps seemingly slow but it will give 
us the opportunity to really get to know who we really are, where we are going, what we would                     
really like to be and how we fit into an ever evolving community. 
     Looking forward, the next few months can be exciting as well as fearsome but we are watched 
over by an ever-loving God who will guide us on our way.

Easter (Pascha). For 2019,  it falls on May 30th. Here at Good 
Shepherd Episcopal Church, we will celebrate this Feast with 
a Eucharist on Thursday, May 30th, 2019 at 6:30 p.m.  On this 
feast day, we commemorate Christ ascending to heaven after 
His Resurrection.  òAs they were watching, he was lifted up, 
and a cloud took him out of their sightó (Acts 1:9). 
 
Before His ascension, Jesus took His disciples to the Mount of 
Olives, blessed them, and asked them to wait for the                                    
fulfillment of the Holy Spirit.

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    A Word about Easter....  
 The feast of Christ's resurrection is popularly called Easter. According to the           
English Saint Bede, the word derives from the Anglo-Saxon spring goddres Eostre.   
Christians in England applied the word to the principal festival of the church year, both 
day and season.  Easter Day is the annual feast of the resurrection, the Pascha or Christ's                                 
Passover, and the eighth day of cosmic creation. Faith in Jesus' resurrection on the                          
Sunday or third day following his crucifixion is at the heart of Christian belief. Easter sets 
the experience of springtime and new life next to the ancient stories of deliverance and 
the proclamation of the risen Christ; Christ risen from the dead. In the Western Church, 
Easter occurs on the first Sunday after the full moon on or after the vernal equinox.                                   
Easter always falls between March 22 and April 25 inclusive. Following Jewish custom, 
the feast begins at sunset on Easter Eve with the Great Vigil of Easter. The Eastern 
(Orthodox) Church celebrates Easter on the first Sunday after the Jewish Pesach or                            
Passover, which follows the spring full moon. Although the two dates sometimes coin-
cide, the eastern date is often one or more weeks later than the western date.  
 In the Book of Common Prayer, pages 222-224, there are Collects for each day of the week, after Easter                                                 
Sunday.  This is Easter Week or The Octave of Easter, which means that the week (Monday through Saturday) after 
Easter Sunday, each day of the week, is liturgically celebrated and commemorated like a "Little Easter". You will note 
that each Collect focuses on a particular theme of Easter so that, taken together, the Collects give us the "total big pic-
ture" of Easter, the greatest of all the Feasts of the Church Year.  Easter officially ends on Pentecost Sunday, which this 
year falls on June 9th.

In the icon of the Ascension of Christ, you see Jesus ascending to heaven.  He is blessing those witnessing His                                  
ascension with one hand and holding a scroll in His other hand.  The scroll reminds us that He continues to be our 
teacher as well as blesses and guides those whom He has entrusted his continued work. 
 
The Theotokos (Mary, the Mother of God) is directly below Christ, calm and prayerful while the disciples surround her 
as they talk and watch Christ. The Theotokos and the Disciples represent all of us,  the Church, the Body of Christ.   I 
believe this icon expresses that Christ is the Head of the Church ð its guide, teacher, and source of inspiration.                              
Ascension Day is a Holy Day of the Church, as described on page 16 of the The Book of Common Prayer (BCP)
